My Own Words: Odysseus was a strong man, but his crew did not have the same will-power: The colon sets-up the quotation.

Quotation: “but those who ate this honeyed plant, the Lotus,/Never cared to report, nor to return:/they longed to stay forever,”  The slashes ( / ) indicate the end of a line. Notice that punctuation is the same as it appears in the poem. I DO add a comma at the end of the last line because I am ending the quotation. 

Line Numbers: (97-99) These are the line numbers of the text being quoted.
